Youth will be expected to:
• Bring your Bible and other materials every week
• Pray out loud at beginning of Large group or during small 

groups
• Complete 10 Worship Diaries per year  (20 Total, 10  from 

Sunday worship and 10  from Wednesday worship) 
• Attend 3 retreats (7th, 8th & 9th, one per year of enrollment in

ministry)
• Attend the Rocky Mountain Synod Youth Gathering at least 

once
• Attend Confirmation Camp at Sky Ranch summer after 7th 

grade year or a Mission Trip summer after 8th grade year.  



• 24 hours of service work which can also be used for school or 
other activities

• Recite all Memory work that is required for the program
• Attend 80% of all classes (that means you can miss 5 classes 

before a serious conversation needs to happen about your 
commitment to confirmation and it’s place in your life).  If you
are absent for a class, then you need to complete the 
homework found on the web in a timely manner.

• On Sundays youth are to be in Sunday School or Worship
• Serve the church by acolyting at Sunday services
• Be on time
