RE: FACILITIES TEAM RECOMMENDATIONS

At its meeting this morning, the Facilities Team voted to recommend to the Bethany Council that the Council approve the following projects to be completed this summer or early fall:

1.
Refurbishment of the east parking lot, the south parking lot, the east-west drive south of the playground area and certain cracks in the west parking lot. The project would retain most of the existing asphalt. Cracks would be repaired, low spots eliminated and a new two inch asphalt layer would cover all. The contractor would be Mountain States Asphalt Paving Inc. of Commerce City, Colorado.  The total cost would be $85,160.  The recommendation is subject to the Team negotiating a few minor issues regarding contractual terms including warranty terms. 

2.
Elimination of roof leaks in the north and west narthex. Recent rains have resulted in several leaks with significant internal water penetration of the narthex.  The Facilities Team recommends retaining WeatherSure Roofers and Waterproofing Specialists of Sheridan, Colorado to perform the work for a sum of $4,788. The work would be warranted for three years and the firm will perform annual inspection and maintenance. 

3.
Upgrading of telephone system. Bethany has received a donation of a telephone system that would comprise approximately 60 telephone sets and the associated central switching equipment.  Installation would be at Bethany’s expenses and in the amount of approximately $3,000. BECC has requested that each classroom have a telephone for emergency situations. This upgrade would accomplish that and provide Bethany a more modern system. 

Completion of these projects together with recent completed projects including office carpet and decorating projects, painting of the administrative wing, painting of portions of the sanctuary and replacement of the north driveway with new concrete would complete those construction and maintenance problems most visible to Bethany’s congregation and visitors. The exterior parking and walkways and the interior appearance will have been brought to a satisfactory appearance.  The soon to be installed new sound system will make the worship and concert experience even better than before. To have accomplished these projects at a very difficult financial time in Bethany’s life, is both remarkable and a true gift from God.
